I am also aware that once I 
have submitted my booking form that any changes I make will require me to complete another form in full and a $5.00 administration fee will be charged to my account. Each day 
I will ensure my child has lunch, morning and afternoon tea and a drink. I will ensure that my child arrives at the service with closed in shoes, a hat and suitable clothing (no 
singlets, tank or tube tops); I understand that I will be contacted and asked to bring back to the service suitable clothing or my child will be unable to participate in activities. I give 
permission for my child to walk under supervision to the adjacent oval (at the club) or school ovals (at schools) for some activities. I will advise the coordinator in writing if 
someone other then I will be collecting my child/ren. I understand that a late fee of $10 for the first 5 minutes and $1 for every minute after will be charged per child to my 
account for pickups after 6pm. I am aware that I need to provide 48hours notice for cancellations on normal program days and 7 days notice for incursion and excursion days. I 
know that my child must be a member of the PCYC and I have read all the information provided.

PCYC ACTIVE KIDS INFORMATION 

o Program Hours: our programs operate from 7.00am to 6.00pm Children can not be dropped at the service prior to this time. A  late 
fee of $10.00 for the first 10 minutes and $1.00 for every minute after will be charged per child for pick ups after 6:00pm 

o Bookings: All bookings received prior to Wednesday before the start of the program will have a statement sent out either by email or 
mail. To receive your CCB rebate bookings sheets must be completed in full. Full fees will be charged when all information is not 
provided. 

o  Bookings and Payments must be received by Friday 17/06/11 to receive the lower fee rate. Bookings received  after this date will 
incur the $45.00 a day fee (regardless of full week bookings) Any changes to bookings once bookings have been accepted will 
incur a $5.00 administration fee. 

o Excursions/Incursions: are extra and compulsory if booked in on the day. The costs are added to your fees and separate payment is 
not required. 

o Cancellations: any day where children leave the service or an activity or group are invited to the service is classified as an excursion 
day and requires 7 days notice for cancellations. Any other day notice of 48hours is required for cancellations. Refunds will be sent out 
after the end of the program upon request or monies will carry over as a credit to the next program. 

o Costs and Payments: Cost is $40.00 per day per child and $45.00 for bookings received after 17 June. Excursions/Incursion $55.00 per 
day per child. 

o FULL PAYMENT MUST BE RECEIVED BEFORE CHILDREN CAN START. 
o Membership: All children must be financial members of the PCYC, this covers insurance. Cost is $20 per child or $60 per family 

renewable every January.  
o Food and Drinks: PCYC has a healthy eating policy and we ask that parents provide healthy alternatives for children when possible. 

Children need to bring each day morning, afternoon tea and lunch. They also need water each day, water coolers are available for refills. 
Children do not have access to vending machines or canteen unless accompanied by a parent or guardian. 

o  Dress: PCYC have a sun safe policy and as such children need to bring a hat each day and wear appropriate clothing (no tank, tube or 
singlet tops) Closed in shoes must be worn every day, unfortunately this is for children's safety and you will be asked if children do not 
have correct foot wear on to bring closed in shoes back to the service 

o Mobile Phones, hand held games: Children are asked not to bring phones or games (unless part of the Tween Program and 
permission forms has been signed) to the service. We also ask that they don't bring games, toys or trading cards. Items will be taken 
from children and can be collected by parents/guardians at the end of the day. No responsibility will be taken by PCYC for lost, damaged 
or stolen property. 

o Information Booklet: Parent hand books and further information is available on the parent table. if you cannot find what you are looking 
for please see the coordinator. Conduct: We ask that parents work with staff to ensure that all children enjoy the program and remind all 
that the following will not be tolerated: obscene language, bullying, biting, continual non compliance of staff instructions. We also ask that 
parents set an example for all children.
